	Objectives of spending of the PE Grant

	PE and Sports premium Funding is being provided by the Department for Education, Health and Culture and Media and Sport, to improve the provision of physical education and sport in primary school. 
An annual review of the 2015-16 provision alongside the change in staffing has informed the decision as to how the funding will be apportioned in the year 2016-17.
At DCINS we will continue to employ a PE Sports Leader and Development Specialist, Mrs Jayne Wassell (an experienced School Sports Coordinator and PE teacher) to take the lead responsibility for developing a programme to support the government’s initiative to ‘develop an enjoyment of sport and physical activity, and promote a healthy lifestyle in children’ that is sustainable for the school and improves outcomes for all children.

PE Sports Leader and Development Specialist will:
· Support teaching staff in creating a more in depth P.E curriculum which develops the children physically, mentally and encourages inclusive competition. The School has 4 new Teachers to KS1 (x2 NQT and x2 NQT +1)
· An audit of the new Staff Knowledge and Understanding of the PE Curriculum will be carried out in order to support their Teaching & Learning of PE and develop their competence and confidence of a broad area of activity.
· Establish a series of varied sports within after school clubs which encourage pupil development as individuals and under pin SMSC values by embedding appreciation of team play, supporting each other and improved self-esteem for pupils. This provision will be enhanced by tracking specific groups of pupils  such as Pupil Premium and Talented and More Able and monitoring their participation.
· To further increase participation in competitive events including events with other similar schools.

· Identify and purchase new resources to support and enhance P.E and Sports provision.

	JW has provided a Curriculum Map for the Year 2016 – 17 ( see PE and Sports Provision)
All Medium Term plans are provided for staff to carry out follow up lessons. Initially all KS1 staff observed JW deliver the lessons modeling best practice.

The Teachers then began to Team Teach with JW who led the session but separated class into group ability work. Here the Teacher gained confidence within a smaller group that also enabled them to increase their competence of skill development.

Lastly JW observed all Teachers leading and delivering Dance.

Assessment data is further enhanced by showing specific groups progress in each Year group within the different areas of study.

Talented and More Able pupils are identified from observations and ability to work beyond the required standard in a particular activity

	Through coaching, modelling and supporting, all teachers are confident to deliver the complete lesson; lessons are judged as GOOD. Focus on the teaching of gymnastics and understanding the progression of skills.
All teachers plan lessons that reflect the new N.C. using the Curriculum Map.

JW has set up some outside Sports Club providers to deliver one off sessions to the children

ESKA – a Karate Instructor came to the School and delivered a session to each class in Year 1&2

Mattishall Cricket Club are providing a Coach to deliver some Taster sessions to pupils.

	To organize intra and inter competitions for our school (including Sports Day) at least each term to enable all Year 1 and Year 2 children to compete.


	Hosting events for Cluster Schools.

Children in Key Stage 1 take part in competition events both within our school and with other school.

Events will be ‘skills specific’ as well as mulit-skills for all to join in.

Events will also include opportunities for the Talented and More Able to take part with similar children from other schools.

	6 x Year 2 pupils competed at the West Norwich and Dereham SSP Cluster Competition for Gymnastics. They were placed 2nd of 12  and were invited to represent the Cluster at the Norfolk finals at UEA. Here we came 10th of 16 schools.

A Year 1 and Year2 team of 4 boys and 4 girls in each team competed at Taverham Academy in March at the KS1 Cluster Cross Country Competition. The top 2 runners counted towards an overall Team award. We came 4th of 20 teams.

DCINS will be hosting the Cluster Talented and More Able day for Year 2 pupils. This will be in the form of Team Building & Problem Solving activities along with Competitive Running /Jumping / Throwing + fun Games.
