· Develop the engagement of all pupils in regular physical activity in order to kick-start healthy active lifestyles.
· Raise the profile of PE and Sport across the school as a tool for whole school improvement.
· Increase the confidence, knowledge and skills of all staff in teaching PE and Sport
· To provide a broader experience of a range of Sports and activities offered to all pupils.
