 Recites numbers in order to 10.

 Counts objects to 10, and beginning to count beyond 10.  
 Counts out up to six objects from a larger group. 
 Selects the correct numeral to represent 1 to 5, then 1 to 10 objects.  
 Counts an irregular arrangement of up to ten objects.  
 Estimates how many objects they can see and checks by counting them.  
 Uses the language of ‘more’ and ‘fewer’ to compare two sets of objects.  
 Finds the total number of items in two groups by counting all of them.  
 Says the number that is one more than a given number.  
 Finds one more or one less from a group of up to five objects, then ten objects.
